New Lanark Village

New Lanark was founded in 1785 by David Dale. He —
built four cotton-spinning mills, and houses for his i
workers.  Choosing a site near the Falls of Clyde
meant that there was plenty of water-power to drive
the mill machinery. David Dale’s daughter, Caroline,
married Robert Owen. He became mill manager in
1800. Robert Owen was keen to improve the
conditions for his workers and their families. He
made many changes to the way the village was run.

Robert Owen built two schools, cut working
hours, and built a village store. He hoped these,
and other changes, would make his workers
good, happy citizens.

The New Lanark mills closed in 1968. The mills,
houses and Village Store are just some of the
restored buildings which you can visit at New
Lanark today. They let us see what it was like to
live and work in this special village.
